Orange Shirt Day is on September 30th

September 30th marks Orange Shirt Day. This is the day that we bring awareness to the forced assimilation
efforts done onto Native People as recently as the 1990s. Here in the U.S., children were taken, their hair was
cut, they were forced to speak English, they were "gifted" religion as a means to "civilize," and some never
made it home. This year, groups across Canada and the U.S. have been uncovering unmarked graves of
children buried at boarding schools. So far, over 6000 graves have been found for children as young as two
years old.
